ON 2016-17 
SCHOOL YEAR
At Jeff erson Elementary School, quality instruction and 
in-depth learning takes place in all classrooms.  Students 
are challenged and their voices are heard in the decision 
making process.  Smarter Balanced Assessment (SBA) 
scores demonstrated the following achievements: 

Grade 3 reading/English Language Arts (ELA) and math 
had slight improvement and scores are above the state 
average.

Grade 4 reading/ELA had large improvement, but remain 
below the state average.

Grade 4 had substantial improvement in math scores and 
now meet the state average.

Grade 5 MSP test scores in science were somewhat lower, 
but still well above the state average.

Grade 5 reading/ELA scores decreased, while math scores 
increased.

Grade 6 reading/ELA dramatically increased, and are well 
above state average, while math scores slipped.

Jeff erson, which was completely renovated, re-opened 
in 2003. The facility supports kindergarten through 
grade six classrooms, as well as outdoor fi elds for 
district and community recreation. The physical evalu-
ation of this educational facility is rated 90% based on a 
January 2008 study and survey by BLRB Architects.

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PLANS FOR THE 2017-18 SCHOOL YEAR  
We will build trust among staff , students, parents, and community as we continue to imple-
ment research-based practices that strengthen the culture of the school.  This includes using 
data to drive decision-making and involving students and parents in the planning, implementa-
tion and evaluation of learning practices.
Culture and Climate
This year’s focus areas are on parent involvement, attendance and student connectedness.  
To that end, we are concentrated on improved lunchroom and hallway behavior, and how 
students treat one another.  Eff orts include STEAM-themed (science, technology, engineering, 
art and math) monthly family projects that are displayed in the rotunda, student recogni-
tion of monthly character traits, family activity cards, creation of a rock fi sh path in front 
of the building, and culminating in a screening at the local movie theater.  Extracurricular 
clubs in dance, yearbook, sports and robotics will be off ered for increased participation and 
inclusiveness.
English Language Arts (ELA)
Writing fl uency remains a school-wide focus.  Additional para support is available for Response 
to Intervention (RTI), a multi-tier approach to the early identifi cation and support of students 
with learning and behavior needs.  After school tutoring is off ered daily for third grade 
students needing intervention.
Math
A math activity calendar was developed for the year, including professional development, 
in-school math game days, and math night events to encourage family participation.
